Essential Questions

How does our history shape our present?  How has your past helped you succeed?  How has it hindered you?

· What are the places that have made you who you are?

· Who are the people who have shaped your beliefs about yourself?

· What would happen if these places and people were taken away?

· What, if anything, do we as a society owe people who have suffered systematic oppression?

Assessments

· A “psychic map” of who you are today

· A psychic map for Milkman Dead

· An in class analysis of a passage

· An essay analyzing a chapter of the novel (see below)

 Song of Solomon ~ Final Essay
Do a close reading of one chapter—or perhaps even some key aspect of that chapter—and explain how it develops a central theme in the novel.  In essence, you should explain how the chapter is an essential part of the larger novel. 
The best papers will do several things well:
· Explicate at least 1-3 paragraphs from the chapter (1 for CP; 2 for ACP; 3 for H) 

· Prioritize essential text in the chapter.

· Focus on language:  imagery, word choice, symbolism, setting, allusion, irony…

· Connect to text in other chapters. (This should be no more than one or two paragraphs in your paper, probably less).

· Organize the analysis in a meaningful way (chronology is not always the most thoughtful way to prioritize information).
