Reading Questions on Gatsby Chapter 3
Please answer the questions in complete sentences.  The challenge questions are in italics.  You must answer them for Curr. 1 credit.
1.  Gatsby’s party comes right after the one thrown by Tom in Myrtle’s apartment.  How are the two parties similar and different?

2. What rumors do we hear about Gatsby in this reading?  

3. In the library Nick and Jordan meet an “owl-eyed” gentleman who is amazed by the books.  What is so striking about the books?  
4.   Extra credit:  What can we infer about Gatsby from this discovery about the books ?

5. In this chapter Nick finally meets Gatsby.  Is Gatsby what you expected?  If not, how does he differ from your mental picture? 
6.  (Challenge)  Now that we have finally met Gatsby, comment on how Fitzgerald has built suspense about the main character.  Why do you think he keeps us waiting for so long before introducing Gatsby?  
      7. Just as Daisy’s dominant feature is her voice, what is Gatsby’s?
8.  At the end of chapter 3, Nick meets Jordan again.  List the events he gives that emphasize her carelessness and basic dishonesty.

9.  (Challenge)  Explain why Nick, who prides himself on his honesty, is attracted to Jordan, who is clearly dishonest.  

10. While Nick is waiting for Jordan to come back from seeing Gatsby, he observes the behavior of the other people at the party.  How do they behave?  Give two examples.   

11.   :Look at the car accident that has occurred. (58-59).  When the driver of the crashed car emerges from it he says “Wha’s matter?”  . . .”Did we run outa gas?”

      Why does he talk that way, and what caused the accident?  

12.  (Tough challenge question for extra credit). There are several references to bad driving in this chapter.   How might Fitzgerald be setting up bad driving as symbolic?  What does it symbolize?
