Reading Questions on Chapter Four of The Great Gatsby

For this chapter, we will go back to the six active reader strategies.  Feel free to use a quotation from the book in any of your answer, but be sure to document it correctly (i.e. quotation marks and a page number.)
1. (Challenge)  The beginning of this chapter gives a long list of those who attended Gatsby’s parties.  How doe they behave toward their host?  Why, then, do they accept his hospitality?

2. Describe Gatsby’s car. 
3. (Challenge) Most people agree that cars are symbolic of social status.  What, then, does Gatsby’s car say about him?  What might be a modern equivalent (i.e. what car would somebody like Gatsby drive today?)
4. In your own words, say what details Gatsby gives Nick about his past.

(summarize)

5. Does Nick believe Gatsby?  Do you?  Why or why not? (infer)

6. Who is Meyer Wolfsheim?  What seems to be his connection with Gatsby? (summarize, infer)

7. Jordan tells Nick about Daisy, Gatsby, and Tom.  Summarize the story.

8. Do we know why Gatsby has so many parties and why he bought his house?  Explain.  (summarize)

9. Why is Gatsby’s plan for meeting Daisy so elaborate?  Why does he want her to see his house?  (summarize, infer)

10.  Write down at least two places that were confusing to you, and ask a question about them.
