1. What was Gatsby’s real name?  Why and when did he change it?

2. Who is Dan Cody and what is his importance to Gatsby?

3.  Nick says that Gatsby was “employed in a vague personal capacity” by Dan Cody.  What are his duties?  
4. (Challenge) Who unexpectedly drops in at Gatsby’s on Sunday?  What do you think might be the reason for the visit?

5. When Gatsby says that he knows Daisy, Tom says,“By God, I may be old-fashioned in my ideas, but women run around too much these days to suit me.”

What does he mean by the expression “run around” and why is it ironic?  

6. (Challenge) When Tom and Daisy come to Gatsby’s party, Nick says, “I knew that except for the half hour she’d been alone with Gatsby she wasn’t having a good time.”

Why do you think she doesn’t have a good time.   

7. We learn at the end of the chapter that Gatsby wants to make “everything just the way it was before.”  

Do you think that’s possible?   

8.  Add to the flashback grid the information given about Gatsby’s past in this chapter.
