What is the central idea that unifies all of Act 4?
In Act 4, a lot happens.  Make a newspaper—front and back** page—that captures the central idea or feeling of Act 4.

To do this well, you must…

· Have at least one “article” per scene (7+ articles)

· Have a lead story “above the fold” that best captures the essence of the entire act

· Have titles for every article

· Have incomplete “articles” under each title 

· Use actual text from the play in each article/title

· Do all of this in 55 minutes

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**The back page layout should be “continued from page x” stories and are the details that are least important.
