Missing Page Assignment for Pride and Prejudice

This is a creative assignment that asks you to write ONE page of an excerpt that was missing in the publishing of Pride and Prejudice.  

What will this page look like?

· It may begin in the middle of a sentence.

· It will probably end in the middle of a sentence.

· The paragraphs may only tell part of a larger event or an idea that begins on the page before and/or ends on the next page.

· The language will be vivid to capture the reader and replicate the style of Austen so that the page will seem plausible, i.e. the style will be consistent with Austen’s characterization, word choice, and syntax.

· The title of the book will be at the top of the page, and the page number where the page is to be inserted is at the right on the bottom of the page.  If you can give page numbers from the Dover Thrift edition, that would be really helpful.
· Because this is a page from a book, it will be free of mechanical and grammatical errors (except the ones that Austen herself might make).

·  2-3 “golden phrases” (phrases that express something essential about the thematic concerns and/or characters) chosen from elsewhere in the novel will appear on this page, typed in boldface.
Here is a suggested order for your process:

1. Choose the scene on which you want to focus.

2. Build a plot line or character development for the page.

3. Find the golden phrases you wish to include, and make a note of the numbers of the pages on which they appear.

4. Write a first draft.

5. Read it aloud, preferably to someone else, but at the very least to yourself.  Feel free to help each other online.  Be sure to check for authenticity of character development, diction, and syntax.

6. Revise.  Read aloud.

7. Footnote your golden phrases.
